Owners Association

Rules for Owners and Renters
With these rules the Hatcher Village Condominium Owner’s Association Board of Directors primary concern is in preserving and enhancing community property values.   This document must be posted in all units.
Antennas and Satellite Dishes - Antennas and satellite dishes are allowed under federal law.  These devices cannot be 
placed on the lawns.  All cabling and wiring must be done in an unobtrusive manner and adequately attached to the building.  When the antenna or satellite dish is no longer in use it must be removed. Owners must notify manager prior to installation of satellite dishes or antennas. 

Back Decks - Decks are the sole responsibility of the Owners.  For new or remodeled decks, size, plans and material shall be pre-approved by the Board of Directors.  The Board will not make any representations as to the structural soundness of any Deck plans.  Decks that are painted or stained will have the color pre-approved by Board of Directors if owners choose to use colors other than the Hatcher color palette, which are earth tones.  Decks shall be kept in good repair. Timely repairs are expected on any decay or broken parts.  Decks are to be kept clean and tidy and clear of clutter.  Railings may be built on the decks and shall be pre-approved by the Board.  Maximum of one (1) cord of wood may be kept on the deck at any time.  Such wood should be stacked neatly in a pile that is not resting against the condo exterior walls.
Common Grounds - Any ground area, walk ways and parking lot around the condominiums are common grounds or common element.  Any personal items should not be stored on common grounds. Any personal wood should not be stacked on common ground/element. Any trees, shrubberies, or structure should not be altered or removed, or installed, without prior approval of the Board.   There cannot be any vehicles driven on the common lawn area without prior approval from the manager.
Condominium Use - These shall be used for residential purposes only and shall not be used for any business, manufacturing or commercial purposes.  An owner may use a specifically designated portion of the condominium as a home office with approval of the association, approval thereafter maybe withdrawn or terminated at any time. 
Fire Extinguishers - Each unit shall have a fire extinguisher up stairs and a fire extinguisher down stairs. In a rental unit the fire extinguisher needs to be in plain view.
Front Porches - Front porches are walkways, and they are the responsibility of the Association to keep in good repair.  However, Owners are expected to keep this area clean of dirt and clutter.

Garbage/Trash -Trash must be in closed bags and deposited in the dumpster.  At no time should garbage or trash be set on top of the dumpster or put in without fully closing the lid.  Each condominium unit and surrounding common areas needs to be free of trash, refuse, or debris of any kind, whether said unit is vacant or occupied.
Ashes from fireplaces are to be placed in receptacles provided by the Association.  “Hot” ashes are not to be placed in the dumpsters.  No Ashes or burnt wood are allowed on back decks or on any common ground.  Owners will be held responsible creating a fire as a result of dumping hot ashes.
Heating- It is the responsibility of the condo owners to maintain sufficient heat in their condo unit(s) to prevent freezing or frozen water sewer lines.  The Association has set the minimum temperature at 50 degrees during the months of October thru April.  Vacant units will be checked from time-to-time by the Association.
Parking Spaces- Each condo unit is allowed up to two designated parking spaces in front of their unit for their for passenger vehicles and licensed motorcycles only. A third parking space for each unit is allowed in overflow parking. These spaces are for residents and guests of the unit. Additional extra passenger vehicles of guests

(those staying 7 days or less) may be parked in the overflow parking areas. The association does not provide 
long-term parking and storage for boats, ATVs, RVs or trailers. Recreational vehicles and ATVs may be parked for no longer than 7 day within a 30 day period. These vehicles must be parked in overflow parking. While on property, vehicles may not be used for temporary or permanent sleep or living purposes. During snow months, all vehicles must be moved to complete snow removal operations.  No vehicle repairs or oil changes are permitted in the parking areas. Any oil spilled on grounds must be cleaned up by owners. Any variance to the above regulation needs to be submitted to the 
Board of Directors in writing.
Plants and Plant Containers- Plants that are added to flower beds must be pre-approved by the board of directors.  Pots or hanging baskets maybe placed on deck or porches with appropriate hangers.  

Pets- Pets are permitted.  Pets must be accompanied and be under the control of the owner at all times.  Pets should not be left outside or tied up outside.  Pet litter is the responsibility of the pet owners.   Litter shall be picked up by the owners in closed bags and disposed of in the dumpster.  Persistent barking dogs are not permitted if it invades the quiet enjoyment of others. Household pets are not to exceed two per species per unit without the written approval of the board of directors.  
Signs

No signs maybe posted outside condos including advertisements for sale, for lease and any other commercial activity.

Quiet Enjoyment 

Condo Owners shall be entitled to quiet enjoyment of their premises.  Neither Condo Owners nor Tenants shall use the premises in such a way as to violate any law or ordinance, commit waste or nuisance, or annoy, disturb, inconvenience, or interfere with the quiet enjoyment  of any other or nearby condo resident including but not limited to persistent barking dogs, pets running out of control or causing damage; unusually high sound from electronic devices; loud parties;  and any other offensive disturbances that would violate the quiet enjoyment of anyone’s premises.”
Unit Crawl Space

The crawl space under each unit is the property of the association.  The access must be made accessible for maintenance when notice is given to the resident.

Use of BBQ and Open Flame Devices

Open flame devices in compliance with international fire codes are permitted.  Open flame devices shall not be conducted within 25 feet of a structure or combustible material.  Electric cooking devices or gas grills may be used if they have a UAL sticker of approval and can be no closer than three feet from the building structure when in use (See PLPOA policy for specific details).
